FOREIGN LANGUAGE
In order to graduate, students must meet a language study requirement. Two units of a single foreign or 
classical language (or American Sign Language) during high school. Students who do not satisfy the 
foreign language requirement in high school may do so by taking six credits of college-level foreign 
language (classical language or American Sign Language). These six credits do not count toward the 
total minimum hours required of the declared degree program.
